S  W  M  N  A  N . . .  
 
Sights and images become such a part of our normal routine that we 
may not notice them anymore.  We started taking a tour of our worship 
space in September to explore some of that visual imagery that 
creates the setting of our Sunday worship. The images we use have a 
meaning, and so many of these images work together throughout the seasons of the 
church year to shape our worship. 
 
In October we focused on the window that contains Lutherôs Rose at the front of the 
sanctuary.  This month we are focusing on two windows in the sanctuary that contain 
crowns. This is fitting for November as there are two Sundays in this month that can be 
associated with crown imagery.  
 

The first Sunday of November is observed as All Saintsô 
Sunday, the Sunday closest to All Saintsô Day, November 1.  On 
the north wall of the sanctuary is the image of crown with a 
cross through it.  Historic use of this symbol in the Christian 
Church represents the reward awaiting in heaven (the crown) 
that believers will receive after the suffering and trials of life on 
earth (the cross).  Blessed is anyone who endures temptation.  
Such a one has stood the test and will receive the crown of life 
that the Lord has promised to those who love him. (James 1:12)  
This symbol is on a north wall window. 

 
 
One of the most vivid symbols of Christianity is the crown of 
thorns, which Jesus wore before his crucifixion:... and then twisted 
together a crown of thorns and set it on his head. They put a staff 
in his right hand and knelt in front of him and mocked him. "Hail, 
king of the Jews!" they said. (Matthew 27:29) Thorns can often be 
used to represent sin, and therefore, the crown of thorns is fitting 
ð that Jesus would bear the sins of the world. But a crown is also 
fitting because it represents the suffering King ð Jesus Christ, the 
King of Kings and Lord of Lords.  The last Sunday of November 
before Advent begins is commonly called Christ the King Sunday.  
This symbol is on a south wall window.
