This hymn has become one of the most popular Christmas carols 
of all time.  We hear it in churches, on TV specials, and it accompanies our Christmas 
shopping.  Itôs hard to imagine a Christmas at times as holy and bright, much less calm 
and silent. 
 
We are blessed to have so many people involved in the music ministry of St. Martinôs.  
This year especially, I have appreciated the willingness, the flexibility, and the good 
humor all have brought to these ministries as we navigate through so many transitions. 
They truly know that celebrating and proclaiming the birth of our Savior is worth all we 
can give and so much more.  In all of our preparations, however, the calm and silent 
night we proclaim in this carol may get lost and we need to remind ourselves of it. 
 
It's kind of ironic that a song about silence and calm is a favorite for so many in a 
season thatôs rarely silent and calm.  The calm, silence and peace of Christmas is so 
noticeable because it seems to be the exception; it stands in stark contrast to our 
surroundings.  Peace is present in the midst of the chaos if we stop to notice it. 
 
Pastor Joseph Mohr did not author ñSilent Night, Holy Nightò 
because he had nothing else to do or because he was so 
inspired by the sense of calm and peace around him.  He 
created it frantically, on the very day it was needed, upon 
finding that the churchôs organ was broken, and the 
scheduled music could not be used.  The organist, Franz 
Gruber, was probably not thrilled when his pastor asked for a 
new tune on the spot.  Christmas Eve was not the time to 
discuss job descriptions or staff relations.  All was probably 
not calm nor bright as they rushed to write, prepare, and 
present their new work that very evening.  But, we hope that 
they were able to experience at least a small amount of the 
heavenly peace their creation has brought to the world in the 
midst of their frantic chaos. 
 
May our music be such a generous gift to all we touch this Christmas.
